During this Stay and Play session on 9th July, our family support worker Mrs Thomson will be running a ‘Readiness 
for School’ workshop at Botley All Saints Church (across the road from school) from 9.30am - 11.00am. We would 
encourage all parents to attend if you are able as this will be a really valuable session for helping your child with 
the transition to school
