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We use a PSHE scheme from Coram Life Education called SCARF across the whole school.  This supports positive behaviour, mental health, wellbeing, resilience and achievement.  
As part of our subscription to Coram, we have access to a full PSHE curriculum that also meets the requirements of the Relationships, Health and Sex Education curriculum.  This gives teachers access to suggested planning, resources, schemes of work and additional resources. We also have a yearly visit from The Life Bus, where staff from SCARF come to work with every class and deliver part of the PSHE curriculum.  In addition, we have the support of Coram with other resources that we can use to measure and build wellbeing.
